Description of Legislation
This legislation will authorize the Mayor, on behalf of the City of Pittsburgh, to execute an Administrative Order on Consent (“AOC”) with the Pittsburgh Water and Sewer Authority and the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency to set forth outstanding responsibilities of the City and PWSA with respect to a jointly-held National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (“NPDES”) permit issued by the Pennsylvania Department of Environmental for a small municipal separate storm sewer system located in the City of Pittsburgh. 

The AOC includes a specific schedule pursuant to which the City and PWSA must achieve certain milestones with respect to the existing Stormwater Code, submission of legislation relating to budgetary capacity for an inspection and enforcement program in compliance with the  NPDES permit, and the determination of procedures relating to and the future implementation of such program. It also includes a requirement for quarterly progress reports.
