This Department has examined a property damage claim presented by Moira Harrington, 901 Halsage Avenue, Pittsburgh, PA  15202 for damage to stand alone garages at the rear of her rental property at 256-258 Gross Street (Goodwood Way) from a City ES vehicle on November 11, 2020.
Claimant has provided proof of the total cost of repairs in the amount of $28,187.42.  The insurance policy covering the garages has a limit of $16,300.00 and Claimant carries a $2,500.00 deductible on this policy.  As such, Claimant is due a payment of $11,887.43 for the repairs (the amount of her $2,500.00 deductible + the $9,387.42 of repairs in excess of the coverage limits on her policy). Claimant has signed the appropriate release for the amount of the repairs to the damaged property not covered by the insurance policy in the amount of $11,887.42 and it is of the opinion of Counsel for the City of Pittsburgh that this proposed settlement regarding the property damage be approved.
