Description of Initiative
This legislation authorizes the City to enter into agreements and expend the capital line item monies for upgrade signalized intersections along Liberty Avenue in the Central Business District from Commonwealth Place to 11th Street. Upgrades include countdown pedestrian signals, audible pedestrian signals, updated pavement markings, and improved signal phasing and timing

As a project within the regional Transportation Improvement Program, the Federal Highway Administration matches 80% of project costs. The remaining 20% of projects costs will be provided through the Southwest Pennsylvania Planning Commission. TIP projects are considered high-priority since large shares of project costs are borne by non-city entities.
