Description of Legislation
The funding received is in response to the 2024 US Conference of Mayor‘s (US CM) Childhood Obesity Prevention/Environmental Health and Sustainability Award.  

Organic waste is the largest contributor to US landfills causing land use, labor, water, and air quality issues.  As a result, it was determined solutions for organic waste offer great potential for positive regional change.  In response to the resident request for composting, the SoilMill PGH composting pilot was established in 2022. The 2024 US CM grant funding was sought after to expand the pilot into an actionable municipal plan for organic waste management that includes municipal composting.  

Phase II funding will build on the initial SoilMill PGH pilot by supporting 3 components:
 
1) Create capacity within the City of Pittsburgh (CoP) and the Greater Pittsburgh community (GPC) through the City’s program partner, CONNECT (Congress of Neighboring Communities), to focus on transitioning organic waste management and composting from a pilot, into an institutionalized initiative as part of broader Zero Waste Materials Management planning.  This grant funding is to serve as seed funding to establish the capacity needed to determine and coordinate the direction of organic waste and compost programs both in the City and region.  It will be used to fund two contracted roles (a consultant, hire or fellow). The contractor will be fulfilled through CoP or CONNECT’s respective bid or hiring processes. One at the CoP for a minimum of two years and one at CONNECT for a minimum of two years. The expected deliverables are two strategic materials management plans (MMP). One for the CoP and one for the GPC, that includes, in large part, an actionable roadmap for organic waste management specifically for composting, but not to the exclusion of presenting other feasible means of recovery or processing (ie biochar, biodigestion etc). ($100,000 CoP and $100,000 CONNECT) 

2) Draft an actionable plan for scaling organic waste & compost programs as part of the MMP, for the CoP and the GPC. The plan should include city employee and community education, training and outreach as well as legislative best practices.  ($2,000 CoP and $2,000 CONNECT) 

3) Prepare future or fortify existing community drop-off composting infrastructure for, at minimum, three sites to support the CoP and the GPC. One of which “sites” must be within the political boundaries of the CoP.  ($23,000 CoP and $23,000 CONNECT)
