Description of Initiative
Resolution amending Resolution 42 of 2019, authorizing the Mayor and the Director of the Department of Public Works to enter into a Professional Services Agreement (the “Agreement”) between the City and AE7 Pittsburgh LLC (“AE7”) to provide architectural and engineering design services for the multi-story office build-out at 412 Boulevard of the Allies, Pittsburgh, PA 15219, for an amount not to exceed Four Hundred Two Thousand Dollars ($402,000.00).
