WHEREAS, the charities chosen this year are Steps to Independence, who assist children with cerebral palsy develop physical and cognitive skills; The Patrick O’Brien Foundation, raising money help find a cure for Lou Gehrig’s Disease; the Animal Rescue League in memory of Megan Young Becker; and United Cerebral Palsy of Pittsburgh and Community Living and Support Services who serve people with a variety of disabilities; and,    

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh does hereby commend the Tail-Great Committee for turning a tradition into a very worth while cause; and,  

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh does hereby declare Tuesday, July 17, 2012, to be “Tail-Great Committee Day” in the City of Pittsburgh.
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
