REQUEST TO ENCROACH:   
HG Blair LLC is requesting permission for the edges of our foundation footings to project into the public right-of-way below the sidewalks along Eliza Street.  The foundation footings will be installed below the sidewalk and will extend approximately 24” into the right-of-way.  
 

DOMI REVIEW:  
The proposed new development is a part of the phased projects in Hazelwood Green. The Subject Property is an approximately 5.5-acre vacant parcel that has frontage on Lytle Street, Blair Street, and Eliza Street.  The Applicant submitted a Final Land Development Plan Application BDA-2025-01706 for the construction of a three-story multi-unit residential building with 30 units on a 16,100-sf portion of the site that would front onto Eliza Street. The underground foundation will not impede on pedestrian or vehicular traffic.  Developers have held meetings with the community and Hazelwood Initiative is supportive of the project.  The proposed development is in accordance with the Traffic Impact Study for the overall Hazelwood Green development.
