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Section 1/Chapter 152: Act 47 meetings
City no longer under Act 47.  If that happens again, this section would be out of date.

Section 2/Chapter 172: Private Sector Commission on Cost Control
Dates from 1993.  No idea what this is/was.  Not reflected anywhere else in the code.

Section 3/Chapter 174: Vacant Property Review Committee
Does not exist.  Has not existed in at least 30 years.  

Section 4/Chapter 177: Economic Development Commission
Dates to 1985.  

Section 5/Chapter 177B: Neighborhood Empowerment Commission
Created in 2014.  Never implemented.  

Section 6/Chapter 178: Community Advisory Boards
Community Advisory Boards were mandated by the Home Rule Charter of 1975.  These sections of the Code further fleshed out what was mandated by Article 6 of the Home Rule Charter.  That section of the Charter was repealed by Ordinance 25 of 2000.  Ordinance 25 functionally repealed these Chapters, but did not formally do so.  This ordinance does.

Community Advisory Boards were very important in 1970.  Already defunct by 2000.  These specific chapters not relevant in two decades.  A new “Registered Community Organization” piece was added to the code in 2018 at 178E, which may conflict with these chapters, and probably had a “Section 2- any ordinance which conflicts with this one is hereby repealed”

Section 7/Chapter 178A: Youth Commission and Youth Council
This chapter was functionally repealed by the creation of a new “Youth Commission” in 2015 at Chapter 178B.  This commission/council no longer exists.  Last action was taken in 2015, when the Youth Commission posted to it’s facebook page “The Mayor’s Youth Council is defunct.  Please call the Mayor’s office 412-255-2626 for more information about youth programs in the City of Pittsburgh”

Section 8/Chapter 178B: Young Pittsburgh Advisory Commission
Does not exist.  Interesting fact: according to Legistar, the only two people ever seated onto this commission are PLI Director Kinter and Councilman Wilson

Section 9/Chapter 178C: Sustainability Commission
Press release.  Has never done anything, nor was it ever intended to do anything.  

Grossly outdated, many of these positions and departments no longer exist.  The Pittsburgh Climate Action Plan has been updated many times since 2008.  

The stated purposes of this commission can still be carried out without it existing.  “Advancing strategies in the Climate Action Plan”; “implementation of climate action recommendations”; “propose ordinances to Council relating to sustainability.”  Those things are the jobs of multiple City employees.  

Section 10/Chapter 178D: Pittsburgh Education Commission
As Council President Kail-Smith has recently noted, this commission has not met in years.  Possibly not since it was first seated in 2015.  The study it is responsible to oversee the implementation of is now 7 years old.  

Section 11/Chapter 179B: Fair Representation in Appointments
This is a good idea, but never implemented.  Any implementation of the spirit of this Chapter has been done ad hoc.  Also, requiring the Mayor to list the  “sexual orientation” of board members is weird, unethical, and probably illegal.  Removed from list, not being repealed

Section 12/Chapter 179D: Records Management Advisory Commission
The City Archivist recommends repealing 179D.04, as that was incorporated into Chapter 154 6 years after this commission.  The remainder of the Commission ordinance remains.

Section 13/Chapter 179E: Advisory Board on Entrepreneurship and Startups
No record of the board existing.  No record of any actions ever taken.  No record of any agendas, minutes, or reports ever distributed to Council, as required by the ordinance. 

Section 14/Chapter 179F: Advisory Board on Bicycle Infrastructure
City Council was mandated to re-evaluate the responsibilities of this Advisory Board three months after the first meeting of the Complete Streets Commission.  This belated reevaluation deems the board irrelevant.  

Section 15/Chapter 233: Sinking Fund Commission
A “sinking fund” used to be how the City would set aside money to pay its debt obligations.  For the months the funds were set aside, the city would invest those funds and make money on the interest.  This has not been an active fund since at least the ‘80s (and possibly earlier), and with the current cash flow procedures, is not likely to ever be resurrected.  

Section 16/Chapter 235: Stimulus Oversight and Reinvestment in New Growth Committee
The Stimulus Oversight committee was never formed.  It hasn’t had a purpose since 2010, and a vote on its existence was supposed to take place by December of 2011.  

Section 17/425.20(c)(viii) & (ix)
Remove references to the previously repealed Cable Advisory Committee (repealed by ordinance 31 of 2019)

Section 18/Chapter 479: Zoological Park Commission
The Pittsburgh Zoo was privatized in 1994.

Section 19/Chapter 207: Board for Delinquent Realty Tax and Water Liens
Decades out of date.  It has been so long since this existed, that the thing that replaced it has since been replaced.  

Section 20, 21, 22/Sections 313.08 & .09, 341.01, and Chapter 343: Appeal to Board of Water Assessors
Board of Water Assessors does not exist, and never will again

Section 23/Sections 161.30, .30.1, .31, .32: Contracting out Review Committee
Contracting out act of 1994 established a review committee.
161.30.1 is not related to the Review Committee, and is not being repealed

Section 24/911.04.A.7(k): Bed and Breakfast problem solving task force
Repeal Bed and Breakfast problem solving task force.  Not being repealed.  This would need to go through the Planning Commission, and requires a separate bill

Section 25/Section 181.11 Attendance Allowance.  
Remove the removed boards, and boards that have already been removed.  
Section 26/Section 197.02(e): Quasi-Judicial Tribunal
Remove the removed boards, and boards that have already been removed.



Defunct boards not removed
Project Labor Review Committee.  The language creating the committee is too ingrained within the chapter to remove without repealing the entirety of the Project Labor Agreements Section.  That section should be repealed, but it would violate the single-subject rule to do so within this bill

Living Wage Board.  The Living Wage ordinance is too substantial to remove, as the Living Wage Board appears 20 times throughout the Pittsburgh Living Wage section.  That section should be repealed for other reasons (Living Wage never implemented, if it was implemented it would be below $15 with no inflationary increase, 20+ years out of date), but pulling the Living Wage Board out of the larger chapter is not possible at this time.
