Description of Initiative
On December 1, 2016 the City opened bids for the Mon Wharf Switchback Ramp construction project, an ADA compliant ramp off the Smithfield Street Bridge to the Mon Wharf intended to serve as a link in the Great Allegheny Passage to Point State Park.  The low bid was $3,288,000, $443,005 over the engineer’s estimate of $2,844,995.  Upon evaluating the bid, it was determined to be a valid bid and price.  Thus, through Riverlife, we undertook a fundraising effort so as to be able to award the contract by January 31st.  For the award, we have secured the additional funds which include funds to cover not only the construction contract but also review and contingency costs:
