WHEREAS, this year’s celebration will focus on the role of youth in building peace for the world with the theme “Peace = Future.”
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that, the Council of the City of Pittsburgh does hereby recognize the International Day of Peace and thanks its local organizers; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh does hereby declare of September 21, 2010 as “International Peace Day” in the City of Pittsburgh.
