Street dedication decisions are City Council action. Upon receipt of a complete form, dedication package, and checklist, the Permit Office and DOMI staff will initiate an internal review of the request to understand the land use, transportation, and other impacts which may result from the proposed dedication. Staff will then make a recommendation to the Director of the Department of Mobility and Infrastructure to accept, amend or deny the request. If the Director deems that the street dedication can proceed, the application will then be referred to other city departments (public works, law, finance, city planning, management and budget, etc.), utility providers, Council Office and other external stakeholders as needed. When the external review and verification process is complete, legislation is drafted and submitted to City Council for their approval. When the legislation is passed with a final vote the applicant must sign the certificate of acceptance and pay any associated fees before the dedication is recorded.

Dedication requests take an extensive amount of research and review before advancing to legislative action. To initiate a street dedication request, complete the attached form and schedule an appointment with Jennifer Massacci.
