Description of Initiative

The Department of Public Safety received $250,000 from the Pennsylvania Commission on Crime and Delinquency’s Gun Violence Reduction Initiative to broaden the city’s existing Operation Ceasefire program and to increase the timeliness of investigative leads to law enforcement, via ballistic imaging technology by the Allegheny County Office of the Medical Examiner (ACOME).

The addition of Operation Ceasefire outreach workers will allow outreach to additional zones of the city and to further address violence by expanding the program to include a significant prevention component of outreach and referral aimed toward all at-risk youth and their families.
The ACOME-related initiative will use capacity enhancement and provide for staff overtime, which will allow ACOME to operate in real-time and start work on cases the day of submission.
