Description of Initiative
Resolution authorizing the Mayor to accept and expend on behalf of the City of Pittsburgh a grant from Peoples Gas for Twenty-Five Thousand Dollars ($25,000) and authorizing the Mayor to enter into mini-grant agreements with qualified nonprofit organizations to complete block revitalization projects for the City's Love Your [Resilient] Block initiative. In 2009, the City of Pittsburgh joined Cities of Service, a bi-partisan coalition of cities committed to utilizing impact volunteerism as a significant municipal strategy for addressing local challenges. Love Your [Resilient] Block is a mini-grant program that offers neighborhood groups competitive mini-grants and support of city services to complete a block revitalization project. To date, 148 projects have been completed, impacting over 400 blocks by collecting over 35,000 pounds of litter, engaging over 9,000 volunteers, who committed nearly 60,000 hours of service, and leveraging nearly $500,000 in donations since its inception in 2011. This season is the first to pair the program with Resilient Pittsburgh as a part of the newly launched Resilience Strategy, ONEPGH. In 2016, the City of Pittsburgh accepted $25,000 from Peoples Gas to support 15 Love Your Block projects, and 1 Love Your Block Best Block Award to enhance the project that is determined to be the most impactful. The 2017 season will have 31 participating organizations.
