Description of Initiative
Resolution authorizing the Department of Public Works, on behalf of the City of Pittsburgh, to file a Community Infrastructure and Tourism Fund (CITF) grant application and enter into related agreements if awarded for funds not to exceed Two Hundred and Fifty Thousand Dollars ($250,000) from the Redevelopment Authority of Allegheny County for Smallman Street Public Space Engineering.

The City of Pittsburgh’s Department of Public Works, Department of City Planning, and the Urban Redevelopment Authority of Pittsburgh (URA) have worked closely with the Produce Terminal developer on design concepts for Smallman Street, 16th to 21st.  The URA, in collaboration with the City, has received a DCED Multimodal Transportation Fund grant award in the sum of $1,000,000 and are in the process of securing additional funds for the project. This RAAC CITF grant would cover $250,000 of specifically engineering and design related expenses.
