Description of Legislation
​This resolution authorizes the Mayor and the Director of the Department of Innovation & Performance to enter into an Agreement, Agreements, or Amendments with B-III Solutions, Inc.  for further provision of software maintenance and support services, and transition guidance by extending the term for eighteen (18) additional months through June 30, 2027 at no additional cost.  I&P has been working with departments to replace and/or retire 42 custom developed applications with commercial off the shelf applications for the past 6 years. The number of BIII supported applications has been reduced from 42 to 1 during this period. The retirement/replacement of the remaining application s is well on the way and will be completed during 2027.  The remaining Department of Finance Real Estate application is mission critical to city operations for the billing and collection of Real Estate Taxes. During this final transition period, the support services provided under the continuation of this agreement with BIII will allow I&P to provide high-quality support for the remaining mission critical  Real Estate system and transition support required by the Department of Finance.  The total cost not to exceed of the contract remains Two Million, One Hundred Forty-One Thousand, Three Hundred Twenty- One Dollars ($2,141,321) over a period not to exceed nine (9) years and six (6) months.
