WHEREAS, four members of Pretty Up Beechview are certified as tree tenders and dedicate time to maintaining the green cover in Beechview; and
WHEREAS, the organization helped community members plant 40 new trees and four ornamental gardens in Beechview; and
WHEREAS, Pretty Up Beechview works with members of the Beechview community to maintain a community garden with 23 plots, where residents grow all manner of plant and vegetable.
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh commends Pretty Up Beechview for their tireless work beautifying the Beechview community; and
THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh does hereby declare Tuesday, June 19, 2012 to be Pretty Up Beechview Day in the City of Pittsburgh.
