Description of Initiative
Based on a recommendation from the City’s Cultural Heritage Plan, the City seeks funding for an architectural inventory of historic structures within the Oakland neighborhood in the City.  The study is meant to “ground truth” a database completed as part of the City’s cultural heritage plan. The resolution is authorizing the Mayor and the Director of City Planning of the City of Pittsburgh to accept a grant from the Pennsylvania Museum and Historical Commission in the amount of twenty-two thousand ($22,000) dollars.
