Description of Legislation
This legislation will add funds awarded by the Federal Transit Administration and dedicated to
the Uptown and Fifth/Forbes Corridor Investment District to the existing Interface Studio, LLC agreement. This funding will help realize the community’s goals for the creation of open spaces/trails, stormwater management through green infrastructure, establishing an energy
micro-grid, and enhanced community capacity. The additional funds of $323,725.00 would result in a total cost not to exceed $1,575,000.00. This program of work has resulted in a two-year planning process with the Uptown community, the adoption of the Uptown / West Oakland EcoInnovation District Plan, the creation of the Performance Points System in the Zoning Code, and detailed planning for the Bus Rapid Transit system in Uptown. These goals were selected based on input from the Uptown Task Force, the community committee created as a result of the EcoInnovation District Plan with representation from all Uptown stakeholders including Uptown Partners, service providers, UPMC Mercy, and convened by Duquesne University.
