Description of Initiative

An ordinance amending Pittsburgh Code Title Ten Building Code, Chapter 1002 by adding Section 1002.05: Fees, in order to clarify definitions, simplify processes, codify existing policies and create an equitable fee structure. Cumulatively, this legislation will create a better customer experience with the City of Pittsburgh. 

· Title Ten currently does not have a section regulating fees administered by PLI and therefore does not have the structure to accommodate nation-wide best practices. Under the current fees structure calculating fees is cumbersome and often frustrates staff and customers.  A “value of construction” based fee schedule will simplify the method of calculation and better reflect Departmental costs associated with providing services. Value of Construction is recognized as the best practice for fee structures by many industry leaders including the International Code Council. 

· PLI spends significant staff time on multiple failed plan reviews and failed inspections, without recouping costs associated. In addition to changing the fee structure, the legislation also provides authorization to administer a filing fee, accelerated plan review fee, and multiple plan review and inspections fees. 
· The filing fee will be a proportional amount paid at the time of application and will be credited towards a permit fee when the permit is issued. The filing fee will not increase the overall permit fees.
· The Department seeks to recoup costs associated with multiple failed inspections and multiple failed plan reviews.  This should improve customer responsiveness to Departmental plan reviews and inspections.

· Other highlights include codifying current practices such as refunds, electronic document retention fee, state fees, third party agency services discounts, unpermitted work penalty, and an overtime fee. 

Based on a 2017 fee study led and maintained by the Department of Finance, this legislation will not increase or decrease revenue currently collected by the Department.
