1) What was the previous permitted use for this property?
Parcel 8-E-185 was previously permitted as educational. 
2) What is the proposed use for the property?
The proposed use is educational. The development proposes a three (3) story structure.  
	
3) How is green stormwater mitigation being integrated into the proposed project?
The development will meet all requirements for the City of Pittsburgh as well as the Allegheny County Conservation District.  The site is designed to minimize stormwater infiltration behind the building to prevent unnecessary water infiltration adjacent to the soil and lagging retraining wall.  The site uses a ‘Managed Release Concept’ to slowly release the stormwater into the ‘private’ combined sewer system.   The development minimizes site grading and soil compaction in the area of the stormwater best management practices. The installation of proposed stormwater detention system and drainage pipes will drain from the site to the ‘private’ combined sewer system located on ‘Monument Hill’, which will connect to PWSA’s combined sewer located in Ridge Avenue.
4) Will the development result in a net positive or net negative change in stormwater flow?
The stormwater management system has been designed such that the development will result in a net negative change in stormwater flow.
