WHEREAS, from the framers of the Declaration of Independence to the first man on the moon and beyond, Scottish-Americans have contributed vastly to the fields of the arts, science, exploration, politics, law, and much more.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh commends and congratulates Scots and Scottish-Americans living in the City of Pittsburgh, the United States and Scotland for their countless contributions and accomplishments for the benefit of humanity.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that throughout the City of Pittsburgh, April 6, 2005 will be hereby declared “Tartan Day”.
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
