Description of Initiative

Resolution authorizing the Director of the Department of Parks and Recreation, and/or the Director of the Department of Public Safety and Director of the Office and Management and Budget to enter into agreements in individual amounts of Ten Thousand Dollars ($10,000.00) or less with performers, instructors, artists, referees, and persons with specialized skills in connection with the Departments’ recreational and instructional programs and special events services.

This is a standard piece of Legislation for the Department of Parks and Recreation and Public Safety which is used to enter into contracts for consultants for recreational and park related services, along with special events.  The Departments have enacted this piece of Legislation for a number of years in order to do business with consultants.  2018 standard yearly “Generic” Resolution to operate various programs in the Department of Parks and Recreation and the Department of Public Safety for the past year.  The resolution allows each Department to enter into contracts under $10,000.  The “Generic” Resolution covers all of the performers, instructors, artists, referees, and persons with specialized skills to operate the City’s Parks and Recreation Programs and Special Events such as community festivals and special programs implemented by the Special Events Office, now under the Department of Public Safety.  Without this Resolution, the Departments would need to go before Council to pay for every Council Grant, every performer for many events, etc.   We would risk the possibility of losing many great events due to the inability to pay vendors in a timely manner without this piece of legislation and the ability to enter into said agreements.
