APPLICANT:  Shelley Parekh on behalf of PA-PITT HOLDINGS LLC
REQUEST TO ENCROACH:   
PA-PITT HOLDINGS LLC proposes to install permanent shoring and an 8” private water line for new construction.
DOMI REVIEW:  
Per zoning requirements, the applicant is required to construct the building to the property line for 65% of its frontage along Halket Street. This project includes a fully below-grade level for parking, which necessitates the use of shoring during the construction process. Due to the nature of the construction site and the placement of the permanent structure, the necessary shoring cannot be placed within the property line. It is imperative for the stability and safety of the excavation and the structure itself that the shoring be erected temporarily within the ROW. There are no existing utilities that would be impacted in the shoring area, and all shoring is intended to be temporary.
The shoring will be placed along Halket Street and Louisa Street to support the construction of a new building.  An 8” ductile iron waterline will be installed from Halket St to Halket Place under the Louisa Street sidewalk.
