WHEREAS, Pittsburgh Glass Center located in the Friendship area is hosting Meltdown 2005, Pittsburgh Glass Center’s fifth annual benefit and auction, Saturday, September 24, 2005 ; and 

WHEREAS, Pittsburgh Glass Center is the fastest growing public access glass facility in the USA. A nonprofit organization dedicated to teaching, creating and promoting glass art; and

WHEREAS, the 16,000 plus square foot facility, located in the East End urban arts neighborhood of Friendship/Garfield, houses state of the art studios in hot glass, flameworking, coldworking, casting and kilnworking ; and
