Although Pittsburgh is a hub for global tech companies and innovative start-ups, the city’s engagement with this wealth of technical talent has so far been limited. Recently, however, representatives from large tech companies have reached out regarding the possibility of supporting the city in some manner. ​

We propose formalizing such partnerships with a fellowship program whereby local software engineers can apply to collaborate with the Department of Innovation and Performance on a part-time basis (5-20 hours a month), similar to the way corporate lawyers donate their time in pro bono arrangements. By bringing in engineers familiar with the data engineering domain, we believe we can significantly increase our capacity for the Google Cloud migration and other like projects.
