Description of Initiative
The proposed resolution authorizes Urban Redevelopment Authority of Pittsburgh to submit an application for up to $500,000 to the Pennsylvania Department of Community and Economic Development for FY 2016-2017 Keystone Communities Program funds to fund eligible business district revitalization activities in neighborhood business districts throughout the City of Pittsburgh.

Business district groups throughout the City have begun to plan and implement projects that would qualify for funding under the current Keystone Communities guidelines.  These groups have also worked to raise additional funds, either through private sources or through DCED’s Neighborhood Partnership Program that will qualify as the required community matching funds.

An RFP was distributed to neighborhood business district organizations within the City of Pittsburgh in September, 2016.  Applications are due to URA staff on October 5, and will be reviewed on October 7 by a committee that includes representatives from the URA, City Planning, the Mayor’s Office, Neighborhood Allies, DCED and the Design Center.  The application will be submitted to DCED on October 14.
