Description of Legislation
The attached legislation is a proposal to continue the City’s relationship with the Student Conservation Association (SCA) and their Green Cities Sustainability Corp Fellowship program.  The program allows the city to work towards achieving its Sustainability and Resilience goals by expanding the capacity of the Department of Planning’s Division of Sustainability and Resilience’s ability to initiate, track, measure and complete projects impacting the environmental quality of Pittsburgh neighborhoods.  

Pittsburgh has partnered with SCA on this fellowship program since 2008 training and mentoring 11 young adults to date in environmental protection based careers.  In that time, SCA Fellows have assisted the city in the execution of projects such as the creation of the three Climate Action Plans and Greenhouse Gas Inventories, creating legislation for Building Disclosure, Reducing Heat Islands in the downtown corridor, setting up Pittsburgh’s participating in the 2030 District, restoring city Tree Canopy, and executing the Greenways plan.  

The City’s current contract expired with SCA December 31, 2018.  This proposal will renew the City’s relationship with SCA for an additional three years through December 31, 2021.
