Description of Legislation
Resolution authorizing the Mayor and the Director of the Department of Finance, on behalf of the City of Pittsburgh, to enter into a Cooperation Agreement with the Housing Authority of the City of Pittsburgh to document local cooperation and the Housing Authority’s agreement to make payments in lieu of taxes for the 11-Unit Deal, a scattered-site public housing development

The Housing Authority of the City of Pittsburgh (“HACP”) has acquired 11 scattered-site residential units across three Pittsburgh neighborhoods (Brighton Heights, the Central North Side, and Point Breeze North) for the purpose of creating Low-Income Public Housing (LIPH) rental units (the “Project”).

The properties are located within the 14th, 22nd, and 27th Wards of the City of Pittsburgh and include a mix of single-family and multi-family homes, offering two- and three-bedroom units. The total land area acquired in 2022 amounts to approximately 0.203 acres (or 8,913 square feet). All 11 units are being converted to LIPH in accordance with the public housing development requirements set forth in 24 CFR §905.

The Project received approval from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development
(HUD) in October 2024 Declaration of Restrictive Covenants. HACP and the Owner Entity will execute and record a Declaration of Restrictive Covenants for the benefit of HUD (the “Restrictive Covenant”), which restricts units of the Project to use as affordable housing for families meeting HUD-imposed eligibility and income-targeting requirements for a term of 40 years. Unless otherwise approved by HUD, the Restrictive Covenant will survive any abatement in housing assistance payments made or termination of the Housing Assistance Payments Contract.
