Description of Legislation
This resolution re-allocates Emergency Solutions Grant – Cares Act (ESG-CV) funding from three current sub-recipients to three other service providers with more urgent need.

The allocation for Neighborhood Legal Service is going from $70,000.00 to $0.00.  Contract 53615 was encumbered 03.11.20, but no invoices have been paid to date.

Family Mediation Council of Western Pennsylvania is going from $30,000.00 to $0.00.  Contract 53604 was encumbered 02.25.20, but no invoices have been paid to date.

Three Rivers Communities Inc. is going from $125,000.00 to $73,847.92.  Contract 53679 was encumbered 05.06.21.  $27,912.51 in invoices have been paid out with the last invoice on 06.28.22.  Going forward, the habitability inspections previously provided by Three Rivers Communities Inc. will be conducted directly by service providers.

Bethlehem Haven is going from $480,706.00 to $537,168.00.  Contract 53581 was encumbered originally 02.02.21 and added to 02.15.22.  The original contract amount of $375,000.00 has been full expended.  From the supplemental that added $105,706 via 945-21, $85,832.38 has been paid out with the last invoice on 06.08.22. 

Goodwill of Southwestern PA is going from $67,000.00 to $151,690.10.  Contract 53294 was encumbered 03.09.20 and was fully spent down 09.02.21.
