Resolution authorizing and directing the Directors of Public Works, City Planning and Parks & Recreation to work in cooperation to prepare an inventory of all monuments and memorials honoring and remembering members of our armed services including location, status of ownership, and detailed condition, with the intention of creating a ten-year maintenance plan to be inserted into the Capital Budget for 2011.


WHEREAS, the City of Pittsburgh has numerous monuments and memorials honoring and remembering members of our armed services who have served this country (the “Monuments”); and


WHEREAS, although some of these monuments are being kept impeccably by Veterans’ posts and other local organizations, some of them have fallen into disrepair and suffer from neglect because they have no one to watch over them any longer;

Be it resolved by the Council of the City of Pittsburgh as follows:

Section 1.
The Directors of Public Works, City Planning, and Parks & Recreation shall prepare by September 1, 2010, for presentation to the Mayor and to City Council, an inventory of all monuments and memorials honoring and remembering members of our armed services who have served this country (the “Monuments”), including their location, status of ownership, and detailed condition, with the intention of creating a ten-year maintenance plan to be inserted into the Capital Budget for 2011. 
Section 2. The Department of Public Works shall place a priority on grounds maintenance of City-owned property on which such Monuments reside, especially in the days immediately prior to national holidays.
