NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the 18th Annual Cancer Survivors Conference will be held on Saturday, May 20, 2006 at the Great Hall at Heinz Field at 11:30 a.m. to focus on all aspects of the cancer journey – from the first day of diagnosis to long-term survivorship.  

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh hereby declares Saturday, May 20, 2006 “Cancer Survivors Day” in the City of Pittsburgh.
