Be it resolved by the Council of the City of Pittsburgh as follows:
Section 1.  That the Pittsburgh Code, Title One, Administrative, Article XI, Personnel, Chapter 197, Code of Conduct, is hereby supplemented as follows:

Chapter 197.02    Definitions

(i) “public official” means any person elected by the public or appointed by the Mayor or City Council and who is responsible for taking or recommending action of a non-ministerial nature with regard to:


(a) contracting or procurement;


(b) administering or monitoring grants or subsidies;


(c) planning or zoning;


(d) inspecting, licensing, regulating or auditing; or, 

(e) any other activity where the official’s action has an economic impact of greater than a de minimus nature

Chapter 197.03 Conflict of Interest

(c) No public official nor a member of his immediate family shall:


(1) apply for or otherwise seek approval from the Pennsylvania 
Gaming

Commission to engage in any act or activity which is regulated under the provisions of Pennsylvania Act 71 of 2004 
known as the Pennsylvania Race Horse Development and Gaming Act; or,


(2) own any portion of any slot machine licensee, manufacturer licensee, supplier licensee, or other entity licensed by the Pennsylvania Gaming Control Board under Act 71 of 2004.
