PROJECT NAME: Cal-Bride Place, Northside of Pittsburgh, California Ave. and Kirkbride Street

1) What was the previous permitted use for this property?
Historically the site has been used as a residential neighborhood.  Currently the area is mostly empty vacant lots with a few residential units scattered throughout neighborhood.  
2) What is the proposed use for the property?
	The proposed use is residential.
(6 duplexes with 12 units and one apartment building with 30 units = 42 units total)  
3) How is green stormwater mitigation being integrated into the proposed project?
Stormwater management is currently being designed and green BMPs will be implemented to meet the standards and requirements of the Allegheny County Conservation District, Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Planning, and the City of Pittsburgh.  
4) Will the development result in a net positive or net negative change in stormwater flow?
The stormwater management plan is being developed at this time.  It is anticipated that the stormwater management plan will be able to provide a net zero or better stormwater flow after implementing the development.
