PROJECT NAME: City of Bridges Community Land Trust – Hazelwood Site E
1) What was the previous permitted use for this property?  
Vacant Land and Commercial.
2) What is the proposed use for the property? 
Multi-Unit Residential. 
3) How is green stormwater mitigation being integrated into the proposed project? 
Site E is part of the ‘Hazelwood Affordable Housing International Living Futures Institute Pilot’. In addition to reducing impervious with the proposed inclusion of a green roof on a section of the 1,900 SF roof area, the project is also considering harvesting rainwater for toilet flushing or irrigation.

Since the existing, vacant lot is currently paved, the development will result in a net negative change in stormwater flow.  The roof is 1,900 SF and the lot is 4,293 SF. Plantings, green roof sections, and harvesting and reuse of rainwater will reduce existing flow.
