WHEREAS, the Indian Nationality Room was dedicated on January 9, 2000 and was designed to reflect the Indian Renaissance period of 7th.-12th. Century, A.D.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh recognizes India’s 60th Independence Day and thanks the Indian Nationality Room Committee for hosting this enriching cultural event; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh hereby declares August 15th, 2007, “Indian Independence Day” in the City of Pittsburgh.
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
