WHEREAS, Ms. Rabinowitz holds a degree from Antioch College and a Master’s of Social Work from the University of Pittsburgh; and

WHEREAS, Ms. Robinowitz and her husband, John, reside in the Point Breeze neighborhood of Pittsburgh.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Council of the City of Pittsburgh commends and thanks Joni Rabinowitz for 25 years of working to end hunger and poverty in the Pittsburgh region and wishes her well in future endeavors; and 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Council of the City of Pittsburgh hereby declares January 14, 2010, “Joni Rabinowitz Day” in the City of Pittsburgh.
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
