This is an agreement with Cover Your Assets, LLC, to provide the City with computer-based products, services, and training relating to scheduling management for large-scale special events utilizing Police personnel. 

Resolution originated in 2013 for a total of $148,326 to last for 2013-2014.  Contract extended for 2014 and 2015 for total of $498,326. The Department of Public Safety and the Bureau of Police wish to extend the present agreement to continue services for secondary employment and special permit scheduling for one year, while a committee is selected to determine how the City will be handling secondary employment moving forward, and whether we will be putting this out to bid next year.

The contract is paid out of a trust fund consisting of funds deposited therein by permitted events necessitating police details.
