Description of Initiative

DPW is requesting authorization to enter into a four year agreement between the City of Pittsburgh and Victor Stanley Inc. to provide software to monitor the fill level of street litter receptacles.   This real-time fill level data will enable DPW street maintenance divisions to reduce the amount of staff time spent on litter collection routes and allow DPW to reallocate this time to other high-priority tasks. Additionally, this monitoring data will enable DPW to ensure that this core city service is delivered efficiently and effectively city-wide.  Monitoring costs are based on a monthly fee of $4.90 per receptacle.  Based on our current inventory, we have 1,435 receptacles that will be included in the scope of this project.
