Description of Legislation
Planet Technologies, Inc. was contracted May 6, 2016 to provide SaaS software for email and data file collaboration for the City’s migration from Google to Microsoft 365 for one year, per the Master Agreement (File # 2016-0267). As part of the agreement, Planet Technologies also provided online training and telephone support via Evolve 365 to help City personnel transition to Microsoft 365, particularly the email, calendar (Outlook) and file sharing (One Drive) functions.

This legislation will allow I&P to continue the contract with Planet Technologies for an additional year and authorize I&P to extend for two additional one year terms for a cost (for the 3 year period) not to exceed $100,000.00.  Under this contract, I&P will continue to leverage Evolve 365 to provide:
1. Continued training and phone support for City personnel to use key features of Outlook (email & calendar) and OneDrive (file storage & sharing).
2. Continued training and phone support for City personnel to use key features of Office (Word, Excel & PowerPoint).
3. Training and phone support for City personnel to use key features of Sharepoint, as the number of requests for new project and department Sharepoint sites increases each month.
4. Training and phone support for City personnel as I&P continues to update computers across all departments to Windows 10. Updates to Windows 10 are planned through January 2020 and this update represents a significant shift in how PC operating systems function as compared to Windows 7, which is currently in use by most City personnel.
5. Training and phone support for all other Microsoft 365 software available to City personnel, such as Skype for Business (video conferencing) and One Note (shareable notes & clips).
