REQUEST TO ENCROACH:   
The Allegheny County Sanitary Authority (ALCOSAN) is requesting to build an underground grit chamber to collect sediment in the combined sewer along Spring Garden Avenue (33’ wide right-of-way). 
 
DOMI REVIEW:  
The project involves construction of two diversion/connection structures on the existing sewer within the roadway as well as relocation of an existing water line within the Right-of-Way in the 2200 block of Spring Garden Avenue. The proposed encroachments are below grade diversion structures within the roadway that will have no permanent obstruction to the Right of Way.

Traffic control plans will be reviewed by DOMI once excavation permits have been submitted, following the standard permitting process.
