OPEN DOOR PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH has requested this vacation to consolidate their parcels after the approval of the vacation.

1. Width of proposed vacation: 20’
2. Length of proposed vacation: approx. 241.88’ 

   
REVIEW:  
Edlam Way is an unimproved paper street and is currently not used for vehicular traffic.  The parcels on both sides of Edlam Way make up the Garfield Community Farm.  The 2 parcels owned by the City of Pittsburgh are vacant.  All parcels have access from other public streets, Fannell, Cornwall, Wicklow, or Columbo. The vacation of Edlam Way will not impact any landowners’ access.  Edlam Way is currently unimproved and blocked to through traffic by gardening supplies and equipment, a covered gardening pavilion, and worktables. 

Utility Clearance: 
All utilities have signed off on the vacation with no objections.  Easements are required.
· PW indicates that there is a 6-inch water main, a 15-inch combined sewer main and two fire hydrants within the proposed street vacation. Pittsburgh Water will require an easement. A copy of the agreement is on file.  
   
Petition: Fully executed petition on file.  All abutting property owners have petitioned this vacation.
