Description of Legislation
Resolution authorizing the Director of the Department of Parks and Recreation to enter on behalf of the City of Pittsburgh into agreements in individual amounts of Ten Thousand Dollars ($10,000) or less with various regional youth sports organizations for a total amount not to exceed One Hundred and Sixty Thousand Dollars. ($160,000.00)..

Youth sports programs have been critical for families to keep young people active, engaged and inspired. For many neighborhoods, these teams and programs have served as community builders and spaces of refuge. The creation of this annual fund of $150,000 will assist local youth teams to purchase equipment and gear to continue their critical programming. Awards of up to $10,000 will be made to eligible applicants. If awarded, a group will only be able to apply for funding again biennially or every two years. Special consideration for successful awards will be given for groups that represent players from underserved communities, groups not receiving other grant funding, groups that have charitable missions or working to get underrepresented populations into the sport. An award should be
made in each council district if applicable.
