The Commission secured the 2016 Partnership Funds for $15,000.00 from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) on July 25, 2016, to enhance the Commission’s outreach and education materials. The proposal to U.S. HUD provided for creative design, and language revisions/simplification for twelve (12) pamphlets or brochures, including new graphics (an estimate of seven (7)) for advertising elements.
