Resolution providing for the City Solicitor to make all reasonable expenditures in the implementation of the Act 47 Recovery Plan Safety Net Non-Resident Earned Income Tax Plan and providing for the payment of the costs thereof.  Cost not to exceed $100,000.

Be it resolved by the Council of the City of Pittsburgh as follows:

Section 1.  The City Solicitor is hereby directed and authorized to make all reasonable expenditures in the implementation of the Act 47 Recovery Plan Safety Net Non-Resident Earned Income Tax Plan, at a cost not to exceed One Hundred Thousand Dollars ($100,000), chargeable to and payable from Non-Departmentals-Personnel Related, Fringe Benefits Account, Organization Code 993000, Account: 571100, Sub: 040, Fund 1000, Budget Year 2004.

Section 2. Council supports the Mayor’s filing for Implementation of a Non-Resident Earned Income Tax Plan but only if such filing is presented to the Court of Common Pleas of Allegheny County no earlier than November 30, 2004.

Reasons for the proposed revision:

1.
Under Act 47 the Mayor has authority to file on behalf of the City so Council can not stop him from filing.  It can, however, condition the grant of funds to do so.  

2.
The Mayor would like Council to explicitly state that it agrees with the Mayor’s decision to file.
