EORC Synopsis
The company will complete noise surveys as needed for the City of Pittsburgh per the request of PLI. Based on the need for various surveys around the City, a basic scope is defined below.
A scope of work for more involved noise surveys that could include calculations, a computer noise model, and/or discussions with the Property Owner on solutions to reduce noise levels would be defined at the start of this type of project. A detailed scope would be defined along with an estimate of hours for the scope of work. This scope will be presented for signature by the City of Pittsburgh. A“Basic Noise Survey” associated with Section 917.02 is provided below. Please note that recommendations to show compliance, computer noise model, and expert witness services would be provided for additional fees. This work would be identified on a per project basis at the beginning of the project.1)Attend a kick-off teleconference the City and Property Owner(s)to discuss the outdoor noise concern.2)Review zoning and property boundaries.3)Complete a noise survey on site to identify daytime(7AM –10PM) and nighttime(10PM –7AM) noise levels at the identified Property. Noise data would be gathered within one hour during daytime hours and one hour during nighttime hours.4)Provide a report with the preliminary noise measurements.5)Attend a meeting to review the report with the City and Property Owner(s) to discuss any adjustments to mitigate sound transmission to adjacent properties.6)Provide one report revision and one follow up teleconference with City and Property Owner(s).Upon completion of the survey work, a report will be presented to the City of Pittsburgh for sign off for compliance with the noise code. Conferences with the City, Property Owner, etc. will be completed to discuss report findings and next steps. Expert Witness Testimony would be provided if needed for additional fees.
For the Secondary Scope of services per the RFP, BABICHacoustics would consult with the City of Pittsburgh to provide consulting on equipment necessary for City personnel to complete noise measurements. It is anticipated that PLI may conduct its own surveys to determine compliance with Section917.02 of the City of Pittsburgh code. Acoustical consulting services related to operation of equipment, calibration, and basic acoustics metrics would be provided at the hourly rate defined in the “Cost Proposal.”
