Description of Legislation
​The City of Pittsburgh has been utilizing the OneStopPGH platform provided by Computronix for online permitting and code enforcement. OneStopPGH is utilized by numerous departments including DOMI, Fire, PLI, and City Planning with the intent to incorporate more departments in the future. 

The system enables city residents and contractors to apply for dozens of different permit types online and, within the last year, the system has processed over $13 million in revenue for the city through permitting fees. OneStopPGH is also utilized by DOMI and PLI to inspect and cite thousands of code violations ever year.

I&P is in the process of negotiating a new contract with Computronix for the management of this software. While we intend to have this new contract in place by the expiration of the current contract, we must prepare to extend the current contract in the case that the new contract is not finalized in order to maintain continuity of city operations. 

This legislation is intended to approve the extension of the current agreement on a month-to-month basis (if needed) and add funding until the new agreements are executed. This legislation encumbers $140,000 from the Technology Modernization Trust Fund.
