These properties are being acquired as part of a site being assembled for Phase IV of the Dinwiddie Street housing development, which anticipates new construction of approximately 24 residential units.  The properties at 329 Dinwiddie Street and 278 Wick Street contain vacant structures while the remaining parcels are vacant land.  The thirteen parcels contain a total land area of approximately 21,310 square feet.  These abandoned, blighted properties were acquired by the City at Treasurer’s Sale due to tax delinquencies.  The subject lots are level with no view of the City.
