The sixty-nine (69) parcels listed above are vacant, abandoned properties that were acquired by the City of Pittsburgh, as trustee for the Three Taxing Bodies, due to tax delinquency.  The properties are located in the Middle Hill District and contain a total land area of approximately 87,630 square feet. The properties at 127, 135 and 141 Trent Street contain vacant structures while the remaining parcels are vacant lots.

These properties are being acquired for conveyance to the Housing Authority of the City of Pittsburgh (HACP) as part of a site that they are assembling for Phase 3 of their Addison Terrace redevelopment effort.   The Addison Terrace project is being carried out in several phases with a total of 400 units planned.  The first two phases are being carried out on the existing Addison Terrace site and will entail construction of approximately 275 rental units.  This third phase will occur off site and will serve to link the redeveloped Addison Terrace to the Middle Hill community. Construction of 57 units of mixed-income rental housing is envisioned for this phase of the development.  
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
