Description of Initiative
The City of Pittsburgh plans to submit the following application for DCED’s Multimodal Transportation Fund: The Bigelow Streetscape Project. This application will request funds to support project implantation.

Bigelow Boulevard, between Fifth Avenue and Forbes Avenue, is the entrance to the University of Pittsburgh’s Student Union, the Cathedral of Learning, and Schenley Plaza. Despite the block’s heavy use as a pedestrian and bicyclist haven, the existing street is predominantly vehicular oriented. This project would transform the block into a pedestrian friendly street that better fits the context of a university campus and urban job center.

The City of Pittsburgh transportation team has worked closely with the University of Pittsburgh and Oakland stakeholders over the last year to generate a conceptual streetscape design. The design includes a pedestrian mid-block crossing, pedestrian plaza space, new plantings and greenspace as well as bicycle facilities.

The University of Pittsburgh lead and funded the conceptual design process and will be funding half of the final build out. We are requesting funding through the DCED Multimodal Grant for the other half. The City of Pittsburgh’s commitment consists of staff time for contracting, design review and grant management. The project area is within the public domain and is owned by the City of Pittsburgh.
