Description of Initiative

The proposed resolution amends Resolution 1308 of 2015 allowing for the deposit of funds to cover the costs of document retention for submissions to the Department of Permits, License and Inspections (PLI) into the PLI Record Storage, Technology, and Operations Trust Fund.

PLI is required to maintain permit records for the life of a building per Uniform Construction Code (UCC) requirements adopted by the State of Pennsylvania and enforced by local building departments. License records and violation records are required to be maintained for seven and three years respectively. 

The amendment removes reference to “microfilming” and refers to record retention costs to be contained in the Departmental fee schedule.
